POLICY #16     
  TRANSFER - ADVANCED PLACEMENT PROGRAM 

1. Students may transfer from another accredited program by doing the following:

· Request and complete an Application Form from the School of Radiography at Sharon Regional Health System.

· Submit transcripts from:

a. High school

b. College or trade school (if applicable)

c. Previous school of radiography

· Submit three reference letters from radiology educators and registered radiographers.

2. After receiving the above information the program will evaluate the student by examining his/her:

· Transcripts:  the applicant must have at least a 2.0 GPA (78% equivalent) in all radiography courses.

· The applicant must be a high school graduate or possess a GED.

· Academic Background:  the applicant must have a grade of “C” or above in Algebra, Biology and Chemistry at the high school level.

· Technical Standards form completed.

· Attendance Records:  the number of absences should not exceed 7.5 days per year.

· Clinical Competencies and Evaluations:  if permission is granted, the previous school will be contacted.

3. If the above is satisfactory and the student is in good standing, the applicant will be granted an interview with the Interview Committee.  If the interview is successful, then the Admission Committee will meet to determine if the student will be able to transfer and where placement should be.

4. The School of Radiography reserves the right to place the student wherever it feels appropriate for the student to receive a valid education.  However, program officials will consider the curriculum sequence of the previous School of Radiography.

5. The transfer student may request to take a challenge examination in any didactic course (in which they had completed previously but occurs later in our programs curriculum).  

6. Should the student pass the examination with at least a “C” (78%), he/she will have successfully completed the course.

7. Sharon Regional Health System reserves the right to request the transfer student to take any of the submitted clinical competency evaluations. 
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
