4. Completed and turned into the School their record of clinical experience.

5. Complete all Clinical Rotations which includes:

· Diagnostic Imaging Center

· Hubbard Specialty Center

6. Paid all fees owed for the program.  (Any fees or expenses are subject to change.)

7. Completed all time required of the program including all make-up time.

8. Completion of all portions of RAD 299 (Registry Review exercises, quizzes, and tests) and their Student Portfolio and all required materials.
